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Year One, Autumn Term


Key Topic: Explorers
History
We will be learning about significant explorers such as Helen Sharman, Robert Falcon Scott and Amelia Earhart
Geography
The children will be identifying the continents of the world and learning about the four countries that make up the United Kingdom and their capital cities.
Science
We will be exploring the seasonal changes that happen in autumn and winter.
Art
We will be using drawing, collage and mark-making to explore spirals.
D&T
We will be designing and making snacks to provide energy to explorers.
Religious Education
We will learn about our senses and how they are engaged in religion and the worship practice of Hindu Puja including different artefacts. 
Personal, Social & Health Education
Our unit is called Being in my world and will cover the questions: Who am I? and How do I fit?
Computing
We will be learning how to log on to the laptops and use our individual logins to access Purple mash activities. We will also be learning all about online safety.
Music
There will be lots of singing this term – particularly towards the second half when we will be learning lots of songs ready for our Christmas play at the end of the year.
PE
This term’s PE lessons will involve team building games and dance.
Maths
Over the course of the Autumn term we will be covering:
Place value within 10
This will involve sorting objects, counting objects from a larger group, representing objects, recognising numbers as words, counting on from any number and 1 more
Addition and subtraction within 10
This will involve introducing parts and wholes, part-whole models, writing number sentences, fact families - addition facts, number bonds within 10, systematic number bonds within 10, number bonds to 10, addition and subtraction.

English
Phonics
Your child will be continuing with the Little Wandle scheme in year one which will teach them all of the phase 5 sounds over the year.  The first few weeks will be reviewing sounds taught in EYFS and we will then begin learning brand new sounds.
Reading
Your child will receive a reading book matched to their reading ability.  They will share this book in guided reading sessions each week and will be expected to read it each day at home too.  The book will be changed every 1-2 weeks based on content covered.
Writing
The children will be learning to write narratives and fact files as we focus on the texts: Cave Baby and Astro Girl.
Speaking & Listening
We will be building the children’s confidence when talking in front of others and encouraging active listening involving taking turns.
