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Year Two, Autumn Term


English
Reading
Your child will receive a reading book matched to their reading ability.  They will share this book in guided reading sessions or read individually with an adult each week. Our class will be expected to read it each day at home too. The book will be changed every week, for those who progress to purple books the expectation is to read the book through twice before changing.

Writing
The children will be learning to a variety of writing styles including narratives, persuasive text and descriptions. We will be focusing on the texts:  Rosie Revere Engineer, The Great Fire of London, A Walk in London and Goldilocks and the Three Bears (multiple versions).

Speaking & Listening
There will be multiple opportunities for your child to build their confidence speaking in front of others in group and individual projects.
Key Topic: Explorers
History
We will be focusing on The Great Fire of London, looking at the key events across a timeline, investigating the significance of Samuel Pepys and his diary and comparing London in 1666 to the modern-day city.
Geography
The children will be focusing on human and physical geography of London.
Science
We will be identifying and exploring the properties of everyday materials.
Art
The children will be introduced to the idea that artists can be collectors and explorers as they develop drawing and composition skills.
D&T
We will be designing and making a moving Christmas card.
Religious Education
******
Personal, Social & Health Education
Our unit is called Being in my world and will cover the themes including ‘Healthy Me’ and celebrating difference.
Computing
We will be using Purple Mash looking at internet safety, algorithms and creating pictures.
Music
There will be lots of singing this term including opportunities for parents to come and watch our Harvest Festival and Christmas Production.
PE
This term’s PE lessons will include team building games, wall and net games and dance.
Maths
Over the course of the Autumn term we will be covering:
Place value
This will include recognising tens and ones, partitioning numbers to 100, estimating, comparing and ordering objects. The children will also be counting in 2’s, 5’s and 10’s.
Addition and subtraction
This will involve bonds to 10 and 100, fact families (the relationship between + & -, x & ÷), adding and subtracting across a 10, and missing number problems.
Shape
This will include recognising 2D and 3D shapes. It will also involve lines of symmetry, and counting vertices and sides on 2D shapes. 3D shapes will include counting faces, vertices and edges.

PE will be on Tuesdays and Thursdays
Spellings will be given out on a Thursday in the form of a handwriting practise sheet and we will have an informal test on those 10 spellings the following Thursday.
