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Year 3, Spring


Key Topic: The Romans 
History
Year 3 will explore the fascinating world of the Romans, discovering how they lived, ruled, and expanded their Empire. They will learn about Roman life and the impact the Romans had on Britain.
Geography
Year 3 develop their geographical knowledge by exploring Italy, focusing on its location, physical features, and major cities. 
Science
Our topic for science this term is Forces and Magnets. We will explore how magnets attract and repel and how different forces affect movement. We will investigate these ideas through hands-on practical experiments!
Art
Later in the term, we will be exploring Roman mosaics and making our own using a range of materials and textiles!
D&T
Year 3 will be creating their very own Roman Chariot! They will explore the mechanisms used and design, refine and evaluate their products.
Religious Education
This term, we will explore the religion of Islam, learning about key beliefs, practices, and special places. They will develop an understanding of how Islam is lived and celebrated by Muslims around the world.
Personal, Social & Health Education
Year 3 will be exploring the questions “What are my dreams and goals?” “How can I maintain my health?”
Computing
Year 3 will be looking at, adapting and creating databases as well as making route planners later in the term – moving an animation using codes and commands.
Music
Year 3 will be able to listen, appraise, sing, play, improvise and perform a song.
French (KS2 only)
Year 3 will learn how to speak French for foods as well as family and friends.
Maths
Our curriculum is designed to build a strong foundation in essential mathematical concepts, ensuring that your children are well-prepared for the challenges ahead.
We will be continuing with multiplication and division, to extend their prior knowledge. 
After this, we will be looking and length and perimeter where they will get to grips with measurement and how this is used in everyday life.
Following this, we will explore fractions, extending our prior knowledge from Year 2 and applying this knowledge to real life scenarios. 
As we progress, we’ll move on to mass and capacity. 
Throughout these units – fluency, reasoning and problem solving will practised to deepen and secure their understanding of the taught units.
