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History -The Greeks
In Year 4, students will explore the fascinating world of the Greeks, learning about their daily life, achievements, myths, and lasting impact on history and culture. 
Science -Electricity & Sound
In Year 4, students will investigate electricity and sound, exploring how circuits work, how sound is produced and travels, and applying their learning through hands-on experiments.
Art -Exploring Patterns & Printing
In Year 4, students will explore patterns in art, learning to identify, create, and combine shapes, lines, and colours to design visually engaging compositions. 
D&T -Printing
In Year 4, students will explore printing in DT, experimenting with different techniques and materials to design and create their own printed products.
Religious Education – Hinduism & Christianity
In Year 4 RE, students will learn about Hindu beliefs about God and explore why Christians call the day Jesus died Good Friday, deepening their understanding of different religious perspectives.
Personal, Social & Health Education -Dreams and Goals & Healthy Me
In Year 4 PSHE, students will explore dreams and goals, setting personal targets, and focus on “Healthy Me,” learning how to make positive choices for their physical and mental well-being
Computing – Logo & Sound Stories
In Year 4 Computing, students will create digital artwork using Logo and develop sound stories, combining coding and audio to design interactive multimedia projects
