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Our curriculum is designed to build a strong foundation in essential mathematical concepts, ensuring that your children are well-prepared for the challenges ahead.
We will begin with place value, where students will deepen their understanding of numbers and their significance in various contexts. Following this, we will explore addition and subtraction, working on strategies to solve problems efficiently. As we progress, we'll move into multiplication and division, reinforcing and extending their prior learning.

Key Topic: 
History -The Vikings
Year 4 will learn how Viking culture, beliefs, and innovations influenced Britain while developing historical enquiry skills like using evidence, making comparisons, and understanding cause and effect.
Science -Animals Including Humans & Living Things and their Habitats
Year 4 will learn about teeth, the digestive system, and living things to understand the human body, classification of organisms, and how habitats support life.
Art -Sketching through Storytelling
Year 4 will explore storytelling through imagery using toys, poetry, and text to create illustrated narrative drawings, then display and reflect on the finished work.
D&T -Sculpture
Year 4 will create clay dragon eyes inspired by Viking longships to develop design, making, and evaluation skills while exploring historical and cultural influences.
Religious Education – Theology & Philosophy
Year 4 will explore where beliefs come from, how they shape views of the world, and consider questions of knowledge, meaning, and right and wrong.
Personal, Social & Health Education -Being in my World & Celebrating Differences
Year 4 will explore who they are, how they fit into the world, and the importance of respecting differences, celebrating uniqueness, and preventing bullying.
Computing – Hardware and Software & Animation
Year 4 will learn how hardware and software work together and create 2D animations using traditional methods and 2Animate.
Music
Year 4 will copy, improvise, and compose short melodic phrases using a 5-note D minor scale in Music Explorer.
French (KS2 only) – All Around Town & On the Move
Year 4 will learn about French cities, amenities, transport, basic directions, addresses, and simple sentences using Je… and Tu…, as well as using a bilingual dictionary.
