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Year 3


Key Topic: Stone Age
History
Year 3 will explore the remarkable life of the early humans during the Stone Age. We will look at how they survived, their creation of tools, and how the early settlers ate, spoke and lived.
Science
Year 3 will explore the topic of rock and soil in science. We will look at the different types of rock and soil: How they are formed? Why are they useful to us? What are fossils and what does that tell us about the past? 
Art
Later in the term, Year 3 will be learning about Indian textiles, Mehndi designs and blocks print samples – noting the colours, patterns and applications.
D&T
Year 3 will explore pneumatic systems and use recyclable materials to create their own Stone Age moving monster using their knowledge of mechanisms.
Personal, Social & Health Education
Year 3 will be exploring the question ‘Who am I and how do I fit?’
Computing
Year 3 will continue to learn about online safety, and later in the term – communicating via Word and E-mail.
Music
Year 3 will be able to listen, appraise, sing, play, improvise and perform a song.
French (KS2 only) 
Year 3 will learn greetings, introducing self, colours and numbers.


Maths
Our curriculum is designed to build a strong foundation in essential mathematical concepts, ensuring that your children are well-prepared for the challenges ahead.
We will begin with place value, where students will deepen their understanding of numbers and their significance in various contexts. 
Following this, we will explore addition and subtraction, working on strategies to solve problems efficiently. 
As we progress, we'll move into multiplication and division, reinforcing and extending their prior learning.
Throughout these units – fluency, reasoning and problem solving will practised to deepen and secure their understanding of the taught units.

We will be reading quality texts to enhance reading skills. We’ll also encourage a love for reading through various engaging activities.
