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Year Two, Spring Term

Key Topic: Palaeontology
History
We will be focusing on Palaeontology, looking at how fossils help us learn about the past and the importance of Mary Anning. 
Geography
Our topic includes exploring where in the world we find fossils and comparing the fossil sites of the Jurassic Coast and the Gobi Desert.
Science
We will be continuing with Animals, including humans and moving onto Living things and their habitats.
Art
The children will be learning the skills of mono printing.
D&T
We will be looking at mechanisms and making a moving scene.
Religious Education
This will include the themes of ‘Who is a Muslim and how do they live’.
Personal, Social & Health Education
Our unit is called ‘Dreams and Goals’ and will cover the themes including working hard to achieve our dreams and positive attitudes.
Computing
We will be using Purple Mash looking at creating pictures, spreadsheets and questioning.
Music
We will take every opportunity to incorporate singing into our learning week and using Charanga to go on a ‘Glockenspiel Adventure’.
PE
This term’s PE lessons will be taking part gymnastics, sending and receiving, invasion games and net and wall games.
Maths
Over the course of the Spring term we will be covering:
Shape
Continuing from Autumn Term with 2D and 3D shapes.
Multiplication and Division
This will involve recognising, making and adding equal groups. We will look at the multiplication symbol, sentences and arrays. It will also cover the 2,5- and 10-times tables (Year 2 expectation) and their division facts.
Money
This includes counting in pounds and pence, comparing monetary value, calculating with money and finding change.
Length and Height
We will be measuring in centimetres and metres, comparing, ordering and using the four operations with lengths and height.


English
Reading
We continue with our reading expectations of reading at least 5 times per week at home, with a book that is matched to your child’s ability. We have opportunities throughout the week for guided reading and individual reading with an adult. The children also have Literacy Leaf lessons three times a week (explanation overleaf).
Writing
The children will be learning to a variety of writing styles including letters, instructions and rhyming poems. We will be focusing on the texts:  The Owl and the Pussycat, The Bear under the Stairs, Tadpole’s Promise and the Bear and the Piano.

Speaking & Listening
We will continue to give the children opportunities for presenting their work both in groups and individually. They will also take part in discussions and role play opportunities as a way to enhance their writing.
