GREATER DEPTH WRITERS IN Y2 WILL:
· Have mastered the basic punctuation that they have been taught and this is mostly consistent and automatic in their writing. 
· Apply the spelling conventions that they have learnt, high frequency words are correct, and they nearly always use the correct grapheme when spelling phonetically. 
· Have a higher level of writing stamina 
· They take time to describe and give more detail as they write, e.g. using tier two vocabulary (literary language).

· Can effectively edit to refine their language use, and proof-read for spelling, grammar and punctuation, increasingly successfully and accurately.
