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Year 3, Summer


Key Topics: The Seven Wonders of the World/Anglo Saxons
History
Year 3 will explore the Seven Wonders of the Ancient and Modern World, learning about famous landmarks, where they are located, and why they are important. Later in the term, we will be learning about the fascinating Anglo-Saxons and the impact they had on Britain.
Science
Year 3 will learn about plants and animals, including humans, exploring how living things grow, survive, and stay healthy.
D&T
Year 3 will explore mouldable materials, creating sculptures using a range of textiles and techniques. They will study different artists and develop their creativity by designing and making their own unique pieces.
Art
Year 3 will study the artist Georgia O’Keeffe, exploring her landscape work and artistic style. They will use watercolours to create their own paintings inspired by her techniques and use of colour.
Religious Education
We will be exploring the questions ‘What can Christians learn from the Creation story?’ and ‘How and why do people try to make the world a better place?’
Personal, Social & Health Education
Year 3 will be learning the jigsaw pieces ‘relationships’ – building healthy and positive relationships.  Additionally, the piece ‘changing me’ – coping positively with change. 
Computing
Year 3 will learn how to use technology to plan a route using algorithm and commands, and later in the term – coding.
Music
Year 3 will be able to listen, appraise, sing, play, improvise and perform a song.
French (KS2 only)
Year 3 will learn how to speak French relating to family and friends and time.

Maths
Our curriculum is designed to build a strong foundation in essential mathematical concepts, ensuring that your children are well-prepared for the challenges ahead.
We will be continuing with mass and capacity, to extend their prior knowledge. 
After this, we will recap on Fractions to consolidate and deepen understanding.
Following this, we will explore money, extending our prior knowledge from Year 2 and applying this knowledge to real life scenarios. 
As we progress, we’ll move on to time. 
Finally ending with Shape and Statistics.
Throughout these units – fluency, reasoning and problem solving will practised to deepen and secure their understanding of the taught units.
