In Year 4, students learn about volcanoes, earthquakes, rivers, and mountains, exploring how they are formed, how they change the Earth’s surface, and the impact they have on people and the environment.
Science -States of Matter and Working Scientifically
In Year 4, students study states of matter by learning about solids, liquids, and gases and how they change, while developing working scientifically skills such as observing, testing, measuring, and recording results to investigate scientific questions.
Art -The Art of Display
In Year 4, students explore display art by creating and presenting artwork using different materials, techniques, and creative layouts.
D&T -Sewing
In Year 4, students learn basic sewing skills, including stitching, joining fabric, and creating simple textile products.
Religious Education – Hinduism and Significant Events
In Year 4, students learn about what it means to be a Hindu in Britain today and explore how and why people celebrate and mark significant events in their lives.
