Year One, Summer Term


Key Topic: Africa
Geography
We will be recapping continents and oceans of the world and then focusing specifically on the continent of Africa.  We will look at the countries of Kenya and South Africa and compare these to countries in the United Kingdom.  
History
We will be learning about some of the history of South Africa and its former president Nelson Mandela.
Science
We will be exploring what plants need to grow, and naming basic parts. Also, we will be looking at animals including humans by classifying groups and sorting, understanding what we eat, naming body parts and using our senses.
Art
We will be exploring 3D sculpture this term and creating African birds.
D&T
In D&T we will be learning about the tradition of African masks and what they were used for.  We will then design and create our own African inspired face masks.
Religious Education
We will learn what it means to belong to a faith community for Muslims, Christians, and Jewish people, and consider how members of these communities show that they belong. We will encounter stories and texts that say something about different people being unique and valuable, making links to Christian and Jewish worldviews.
Personal, Social & Health Education
Our units are called relationships and changing me. We will cover friendships, families, people who can help us and greeting people. We will also be focusing on life cycles, learning and growing, differences and similarities between boys and girls bodies and coping with body changes.
Computing
In Computing we will be using the Purple Mash programme to learn about coding and begin to use code to make a programme work. 
Music
This term we will be focusing on sound and pictures and highs and lows within music.
PE
This term’s PE lessons will involve athletics and striking and fielding games. Mr Thomas’s lessons will involve striking and fielding games and target games.
English
Phonics & Reading
We are continuing to work our way through the phase 5 sounds this term as well as reviewing all of the sounds we have learnt so far.  Your child will be taking the Phonics Screening Check in June this term which will test their knowledge of sounds and word blending.   They will be asked to read both real and alien (nonsense) words containing a variety of the digraphs and trigraphs we have learnt.   Please continue to practise sound talk and blending as much as possible at home, ensuring your child is feeling confident at reading unfamiliar words.

Writing
The children will be learning to write own version narratives, descriptions of character, comparisons and settings, captions, letters of advice, instructions, letters, fact sheet, shared poetry, labels, thought and speech bubbles, fact files, retellings, additional scenes, lists and non-chronological reports as we focus on the texts: Lost and Found, Pig the Pug, Dadaji’s Paintbrush, The Magic Bed.
Maths
Over the course of the Summer term we will be covering:
Multiplication and division 
Count in 2s, 10s and 5s, recognise equal groups, add equal groups, make arrays, make doubles, make equal groups – grouping and make equal groups – sharing.
Place value to 100
Count from 50 to 100, tens to 100, partition into tens and ones, number line to 100, 1 more and 1 less, compare numbers with the same number of tens and compare any two numbers.
Factions
Recognise a half of an object or a shape, find a half of an object or a shape, recognise a half of a quantity, find a half of a quantity, recognise a quarter of an object or a shape, find a quarter of an object or a shape, recognise a quarter of a quantity and find a quarter of a quantity.
Position and direction  
Describe turns, describe position - left and right,  describe position - forwards and backwards, describe position - above and below and ordinal numbers.
Measurement - Time and money
Unitising, recognise coins, recognise notes and count in coins. Before and after, days of the week, months of the year, hours, minutes and seconds, tell the time to the hour and half hour.
