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Year Two, Summer Term

Maths
Over the course of the summer term we will be covering:

Money
This includes counting in pounds and pence, comparing monetary value, calculating with money and finding change.

Fractions
We will be focusing on halves, thirds and quarters.
Time
This will include o’clock and half past, quarter past and to and telling the time past and to the hour.

Statistics
The children will be collecting data creating tally charts and tables and then use this for pictograms and block diagrams.

Position and direction
Using positional language, we will describe movement and turns.

Key Topic: Planet Protectors
History
Our new topic is ‘Planet Protectors’, we will be looking at influential individuals of conservation and the environment such as David Attenborough and Steve Irwin.
Geography
We will be comparing the physical and human geographical features of the Caribbean Islands compared to the United Kingdom.
Science
We will be finishing our topic of Living things and their habitats with our trip to RHS Hyde Hall on Tuesday 21st April and then moving onto Plants. 
Art
The children will become sculptors in our ‘Stick Transformation Project’.
D&T
We will be growing some of the ingredients to use in a healthy food item.
Religious Education
We will continue the theme of ‘Who is a Muslim and how do they live’ and look at special places for believers.
Personal, Social & Health Education
Our units are called ‘Relationships’ and then ‘Changing Me’ recognising how bodies change as we grow and the physical differences between boys and girls.
Computing
We will be using Purple Mash looking at questioning, coding and presenting ideas.
Music
We will be focusing on Samba music, body percussion and creating our own percussion instruments.
PE
This term’s PE lessons will include athletics, striking and fielding games and also target games.
English
Reading
We continue with our reading expectations, those children who achieve 5 times or more a week will receive a certificate and their names displayed on the reading jar display. We will continue to have additional opportunities throughout the week for guided reading and individual reading with an adult. The children also have Literacy Leaf lessons three times a week.

Writing
We have some wonderful books this term including Dear Earth and the Dragon Machine. We will be covering writing tasks such as postcards, information reports and poems.

Speaking & Listening
There will be lots of opportunities this term for performance-based activities, including presenting persuasive speeches. We will continue to use role play in our English lessons as a way to enhance the children’s writing.
